	Topic / Understanding the World
Science

We are learning to recognise and talk about different materials, their uses and to give reasons for why they are suitable.

What do you know about materials?  Have a look around at home or in your garden.  How many different objects can you find that are made out of different materials?  What the names of the different materials?  You could use the ‘Everyday materials’ sheet to record your findings.  Materials have different names and they also have different properties.  A property is how you would describe the material eg glass is clear, it does not bend and it will break if dropped or hit by something hard.

Suitability game - Look at the pictures on the ’Identifying Uses of Everyday Materials’ sheet and see if you can match the object to the material and say why this is a good choice. The same material can be used for lots of different things eg metal can be used for coins, keys, cars, cans and bridges. Choose 3 different materials and write or draw as many objects as you can that are made from that material.  You could write about why it is suitable for that purpose.

	Relationships and Health Education- (RHE)

We are learning to choose a realistic goal and think about how to achieve it.

You can also name the primary colours.  If you do not have paints it is fine to draw a circle with a coloured pencil, felt tip or chalk and name the colour.  If you are feeling adventurous you might like to cut coloured shapes out of magazines, stick them onto paper and write the names you have given the colours. Make sure they are solid colours and not patterns.

	Creative Task – Tones and shades
We are learning to use tones and shades to paint a picture inspired by an artist.                   

You are going to create a painting inspired by Stuart Davis who was an abstract artist. Discuss the meaning of abstract. Abstract art uses a mixture of colours, lines and shapes to create an image that is inspired by feelings, music or memories. Stuart Davis uses shapes, lines and colours to create his pieces. Think about the previous lesson experimenting with different colours and thinking about the objects they reminded you of.  Please watch the video demonstration.  You can either draw the shapes on to the page first and then paint, or you can paint straight on to the page.  Use your understanding of tones and shades to mix different colours.  Your paintings should be bright and bold.  There are no rules, except that your whole page should be filled with colour.
